âèñòèêè è ñîöèàëüíî-ãóìàíèòàðíîãî çíàíèÿ. Â ôîêóñå âíèìàíèÿ ñîâðåìåííîãî ÿçûêî-
çíàíèÿ � ïîãðàíè÷íûå òåìû, ñâÿçàííûå ñ ïîíÿòèÿìè, èìåþùèìè âûõîä â äðóãèå íàóêè.
Âîñïðèÿòèå è îòðàæåíèå âðåìåíè ïî-ðàçíîìó îñóùåñòâëÿåòñÿ â ðàçíûõ êóëüòóðàõ è
ïî-ðàçíîìó îòîáðàæàåòñÿ â ñèñòåìå ÿçûêà â öåëîì, è âî ôðàçåîëîãèè, â ÷àñòíîñòè.

Ìåòàôîðà � ñëîæíûé ôåíîìåí, îíòîëîãè÷åñêè ñâÿçàííûé ñ ÷åëîâåêîì, ïðîíèçûâà-
þùèé ÿçûê è êóëüòóðó, îòðàæàþùèé âçàèìîîáóñëîâëåííîñòü ìûøëåíèÿ ñ îñîáåííîñòÿ-
ìè ÿçûêîâîé ðåàëèçàöèè. Åå óíèâåðñàëüíîñòü ïðîÿâëÿåòñÿ â ïðîñòðàíñòâå è âðåìåíè, â
ñòðóêòóðå ÿçûêà è â åãî ôóíêöèîíèðîâàíèè, ïîñêîëüêó ýòî è ñòèëèñòè÷åñêîå ñðåäñòâî
ñîçäàíèÿ ÿðêèõ è çàïîìèíàþùèõñÿ îáðàçîâ, è ñðåäñòâî íîìèíàöèè, è îñîáûé âèä ðå÷å-
âîãî óïîòðåáëåíèÿ, âîçäåéñòâèÿ íà ñîáåñåäíèêà, à òàêæå ñïîñîá ìûøëåíèÿ è ïîçíàíèÿ
äåéñòâèòåëüíîñòè. Ïðèìåíèòåëüíî ê íàøåìó èññëåäîâàíèþ î÷åíü âàæíî ïîëîæåíèå,
ñîãëàñíî êîòîðîìó âñÿ èíôîðìàöèÿ îá îêðóæàþùåì ìèðå ñòðóêòóðèðîâàíà ñîçíàíè-
åì, ñòðóêòóðû ýòè íîñÿò ìåòàôîðè÷åñêèé õàðàêòåð è ìîãóò áûòü ðåêîíñòðóèðîâàíû
ïî äàííûì ÿçûêà. Òàêèì îáðàçîì, èññëåäóÿ ÿçûêîâûå ìåòàôîðû, ìîæíî ïðèáëèçèòü-
ñÿ ê ïîíèìàíèþ ñïåöèôèêè âîñïðèÿòèÿ ÿâëåíèÿ íîñèòåëÿìè ÿçûêà � òî åñòü îïèñàòü
ìåíòàëüíîå (êîíöåïò) ÷åðåç ìàòåðèàëüíîå (ÿçûê). Ñ äðóãîé ñòîðîíû, ìîæíî èíòåðïðå-
òèðîâàòü ÿçûêîâûå åäèíèöû, ïðèíèìàÿ âî âíèìàíèå èõ êîððåëÿöèþ ñ îïðåäåëåííûì
êîíöåïòîì, ò.å. èññëåäîâàòü ìàòåðèàëüíîå (ÿçûêîâóþ åäèíèöó) ÷åðåç ìåíòàëüíîå (êîí-
öåïò è åãî ìåòàôîðó/ìåòàôîðû).

Êîíöåïöèÿ âçÿòîãî äëÿ èññëåäîâàíèÿ ïðîèçâåäåíèÿ Ã.Óýëëñà �The Time Machine�
êàê íåëüçÿ ëó÷øå ïîäõîäèò äëÿ ïîëíîöåííîãî ðàññìîòðåíèÿ ìåòàôîðû êàê ñðåäñòâà
ðåàëèçàöèè êîíöåïòà ¾âðåìÿ¿, òàê êàê îñíîâàíà íà ïåðåìåùåíèè âî âðåìåíè.

Èññëåäîâàíèå ñî÷åòàåìîñòåé âðåìåíè-ñóáúåêòà è âðåìåíè-îáúåêòà â ñîâðåìåííîì àí-
ãëèéñêîì ÿçûêå, ïðîâåäåííîå íà îñíîâå ñëîâàðåé Â.Ìþëëåðà, ïîêàçàëî, ÷òî âðåìÿ ìîæ-
íî:

Èññëåäîâàòü (explore); îñòàâëÿòü (leave); ïðîâåñòè (spend); ïîòðàòèòü çðÿ (waste);
êîðîòàòü (while away); âûáðàòü (chose); çàíÿòü (take); êóïèòü (buy); èìåòü (have); â íåì
ìîæíî íóæäàòüñÿ (need); â íåì ìîæíî äâèãàòüñÿ (move); â íåì ìîæíî ïóòåøåñòâîâàòü
(travel through); âû÷èñëèòü (express ).

Â ïðîèçâåäåíèè ¾Ìàøèíà âðåìåíè¿ èñïîëüçóþòñÿ íå âñå âûøåóïîìÿíóòûå çíà÷å-
íèÿ. Ðàññìîòðèì òå ãëàãîëû, êîòîðûå íàì âñòðåòèëèñü â ñëåäóþùèõ ïðèìåðàõ:

- äâèãàòüñÿ âî âðåìåíè ( move):
There is no di�erence between time and any of the three dimensions of space except that

our consciousness moves along it.
And why cannot we move in Time as we move about in the other dimensions of Space?
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You cannot move at all in Time, you cannot get away from the present moment.
- êîðîòàòü (while away)
Through that long night I held my mind o� the Morlocks as well as I could, and whiled

away the time by trying to fancy I could �nd signs of the old constellations in the new
confusion.

- âû÷èñëèòü (express )
Then hesitating for a moment how to express time, I pointed to the sun.
- èññëåäîâàòü (explore)
I intend to explore time.
- ïîòðàòèòü çðÿ (waste)
I wasted some time in futile questionings, conveyed, as well as I was able, to such of the

little people as came by.
- ïðîâåñòè (spend)
They spent all their time in playing gently, in bathing in the river, in making love in a

half-playful fashion, in eating fruit and sleeping.

íèè Ãåðáåðòà Óýëëñà ¾Ìàøèíà âðåìåíè¿. Â ðåçóëüòàòå ïðîâåäåííîãî èññëåäîâàíèÿ áûëî
âûÿâëåíî, ÷òî äàííîå ïðîèçâåäåíèå èçîáèëóåò ìåòàôîðàìè ñ êîííîòàòèâíûì çíà÷åíèåì
¾âðåìÿ¿, ÷òî ñâèäåòåëüñòâóåò î ÿðêîé îáðàçíîñòè, ýìîöèîíàëüíîñòè, ýêñïðåññèâíîñòè
ïðîèçâåäåíèÿ. Äàííûå ëåêñè÷åñêèå ñðåäñòâà âûðàçèòåëüíîñòè ñïîñîáñòâóþò ïîäòâåð-
æäåíèþ òîãî ôàêòà, ÷òî êîíöåïò ¾âðåìÿ¿ â ðîìàíå âûñòóïàåò êàê â ðîëè ñóáúåêòà,
òàê è â ðîëè îáúåêòà, à òàêæå â çàâèñèìîñòè îò êîíòåêñòà íîñèò ðàçëè÷íóþ ñìûñ-
ëîâóþ îêðàñêó. Èññëåäóåìûå ñåìàíòè÷åñêèå åäèíèöû ñïîñîáñòâóþò ñòðóêòóðèðîâàíèþ
ëèíãâîâðåìåííîé êàðòèíû ìèðà, â êîòîðîé íàõîäèò îòðàæåíèå ãëóáîêîå ôèëîñîôñêîå
îñìûñëåíèå âðåìåíè.
